I want to first start off with Patriotic Instructors. As Patriotic Instructors we
should strive to teach everyone, young and old alike, in our communities to properly
respect the flag. Special programs to show the proper way to display and salute the
flag can be conducted in our schools with the children and in our communities. Make
arrangements with school officials to have a program on Flag Etiquette. Instruct the
children how to do a proper Heart Salute when saying the Pledge of Allegiance and
when the National Anthem is being played. Hand out the bookmarks of the Pledge of
Allegiance and the National Anthem. This would also be a great time to hand out the
pencils with the Pledge of Allegiance on them order from www. vfwstore.org (item
#1470).

It is also your duty to teach new Auxiliary members what is expected of them.
Verse them in the Ritual activities, such as no one is allowed the leave the room during
opening and closing ceremonies, unless required to do so by work of the Ritual or
ordered by the President. There should be NO MOVEMENT or NOISE when Chaplain
is on the floor opening or closing the Bible.

Instruct ALL members in the "PARADE REST" order from the President. The Left
Foot should be moved slightly to the side while bringing the arms to the small of the
back, clasp the Left thumb in the palm of the Right hand, and slightly bow the head.
Instructions should also be giving about how to be at “Attention” and how to do the
Heart Salute correctly. These things are most important about our Ritual.
