 Grades K-2nd: Teach the students the Pledge of Allegiance and present them an “I Learned the Pledge of Allegiance” certificate, Young American Award (Supply item #4389). 

Grades 3-5: You can copy and distribute to the students the “Ten Short Flag Stories” and have them read them in class, (Supply item# 4418).

Grade 6 and higher: You can do the “Living History Presentation”.  This is a presentation about your Veterans military service and their experiences in war. Remember the week of Veterans Day is “National Veterans Awareness” week in the schools.  Included in this material is a page called “Raising the Flag”, this is an activity you can also do in the schools.

     November 8th:  is Election Day so PLEASE  … “GET OUT AND VOTE!

     November 11th: VETERANS DAY… work close with your post to host a Veterans Day Service at your post or in the community.  Try and plan a luncheon or dinner for all the veterans of your post to Thank them for their service and to let them know they are very important to all of us.  

     November 15th: POST DEADLINE…must be to the District Chairman, The National Citizenship Education “TEACHER of the YEAR” AWARD K-12 grade teachers.
