In the U.S. almost 3000 children die from cancer
each year.

Cancer is the number one disease killer of
children.

In the past 20 years only one new cancer drug has
been approved for pediatric use.

Only 3 percent of the budget from the National
Cancer Institute goes towards Pediatric Cancer
Research.

September is Childhood Cancer Awareness month,
which nationally goes largely unrecognized.

The government  cut the budget for
Childhood Cancer Research.

14,000 children will be diagnosed this year with
cancer.

Currently there is between 30-40,000 children being
treated for cancer in the US.

As a nation, we spend $14 BILLION per year on the
space program, but only $35 MILLION on childhood
cancer research per year.

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Prostate Cancer Awareness Month  

   Prostate Cancer is the most common cancer in men.

Did you know that microscopic evidence of prostate cancer is found at autopsy in many if not most men?

There are approximately 250,000 men living with prostate cancer.

   The American Cancer Society estimates that 240,890 new cases of prostate cancer will occur in the US during 2011.

   Nine out of ten people in the United States do not know what the prostate gland does.  Do you?

   The prostate gland is a part of the male re-roductive system and is a tight but muscular organ that can be found at the neck of the urethra and at the bottom of the bladder. Prostate secretes a sticky fluid that forms an essential part of semen. It also helps in a free flow of urine.
Leukemia & Lymphoma Awareness Month
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An estimated 44,600 new cases of leukemia are expected in 2011.

Leukemia is classified into 4 groups according to cell type: acute lymphocytic (ALL), chronic lymphocytic (CLL), acute myeloid (AML), and chronic myeloid (CML). 

The most common type in children is ALL, accounting for three fourths of leukemia cases among children and adolescents 0 to 19 years of age. 

Almost 90% of leukemia cases are diagnosed in adults 20 years of age and older, in whom the most common types are AML and CLL. 

An estimated 21,780 deaths are expected to occur in 2011. Death rates since 2003 have declined by 0.9% per year among males and by 1.6% per year among females.

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“Hit a Home Run for Cancer!”

   Ladies, this month is Prostrate Cancer Awareness month.  This is the one for the men in our lives.  This cancer is the most diagnosed cancer of American men.  With early detection, they can be treated successfully.  The key word is early detection.  

   If the men in your life are like mine, they seem to feel that the only time to visit the doctor is when you don’t feel well.  So, it’s up to us to make sure that they get their yearly checkups especially after they reach the age of 50 or after age 40 if there is a history of prostrate cancer in their family or if he is African American.

   The symptoms are as follows: weak or interrupted flow of urine, inability to urinate or difficulty in beginning to urinate, need to urinate frequently, pain or burning upon urination or ejaculation, blood in urine or semen, and/or continuing pain in the lower back, pelvis, or upper thighs.

   The doctor can detect prostrate cancer early through a Digital Rectal Examination (DRE) and the Prostate Specific Antigen (PSA) blood test every year after age 50 or after age 40 if he has a family history or if African American.

   As Ben Franklin once said “An ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure!”  So, make sure that the men in your life get their yearly checkup.
