Ovarian Cancer Awareness Month
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Ovarian cancer, which begins in the cells of the ovaries, is the deadliest of gynecologic cancers. Each year, almost 22,000 women are diagnosed with the disease; each year, more than 15,000 die of it.

Those statistics are dismal because there is no early screening test and the symptoms are not well known. Three out of four patients are diagnosed in the late stages. At that point, the disease has a 70 to 90 percent rate of recurrence. It’s very difficult to cure; the best that many patients can hope for is that they can manage it as a chronic disease.
