It's also the most preventable form of cancer, with upwards of 87 percent of lung cancer cases attributable to tobacco use.

It's estimated that 219,440 new cases of lung cancer will be diagnosed in the U.S. before years end, and 159,390 precious lives will be lost.  If you're still smoking, I urge you to make the commitment to quit. There is no time like the present to begin work on the changes you dream of making to improve your life.

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Pancreatic cancer is the fourth leading cancer death among men and women in the U.S.  However, pancreatic cancer research is under-represented and under-funded.  The death of Apple co-founder Steve Jobs is raising questions about pancreatic cancer.  Pancreatic cancer kills nearly 40,000 people each year.  

Pancreatic cancer is one of the most difficult tumors to detect and diagnose early.  In most cases, symptoms develop after the cancer has already spread.  As a result, diagnosis is frequently made when the cancer is in advanced stages.  While other types of cancer can be treated with a combination of surgery, radiation and chemotherapy, surgery is really the only effective treatment.  Some of the warning signs of pancreatic cancer are jaundice, yellowing of the eyes and dark urine.
