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The Constitution, both State and National, established the Legislative Branch of Government. The members of the Legislative Branch are chosen by a vote of the people. The Ladies Auxiliary of the VFW has an obligation to work with as well as monitor the action of those elected officials. One way we do this is through our Legislative-VFWPAC Committee and each individual auxiliary member.
Each year the VFW determines Legislative Priority Goals. These goals are the VFW’s official positions on veterans issues .Study the goals and become familiar with them.  It is recommended that you keep a brochure handy when making contact with elected officials. Stay informed on progress of bills being discussed and debated in the National Congress and the State Legislature. A free e-mail subscription to The VFW Washington Weekly is a publication available through www.vfwdc.org. 

In order to make a difference you must be knowledgeable about the issues. Know who your elected officials are, keep a list of elected officials with their telephone numbers, fax information, e-mail address, and snail mail address. Be prepared to use the information to let elected official know your stand on issues. There maybe times you will receive a Legislative Alert requesting your help and immediate action to contact your Senator or Representative.  Your actions can influence the outcome of legislation.
Our Legislative Committees at all levels can play an active part in keeping both the National Congress and the State Legislature aware of Veterans needs.   Our active and retired military have served the country well and we should be “HONORING OUR VETERANS…..THEY EARNED THEIR WINGS.” 
VFW-PAC functions at the national level only. It is registered with the Federal Election Committee and all funds are kept separate from VFW funds. The VFW-PAC can educated and inform legislators on veteran’s needs and military issues.  An endorsement by VFW-PAC and /or monetary contributions is valued by candidates because they understand members of the VFW and Ladies Auxiliary are voters. PAC must rely on member contributions for funds. Fund raising events must display a sign clearly stating monies collected are for VFW-PAC.
