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Legislative Alert: The Veterans of Foreign Wars of the U.S. is absolutely against recent proposals in Congress to cut or eliminate 10 benefits affecting military members, veterans and their families in an effort to balance the federal budget. This “10 for 10” plan – to cut 10 specific benefits to pay for 10 years of war – is a breach of faith with America’s military and veteran families.
While the nation must make difficult Fiscal decisions, programs and benefits provided to veterans and military families were prepaid in full through their honorable service and sacrifice.  America’s all volunteer military has shouldered a multi-theater war all by themselves for almost 10 years.  They did so without question, and often with tremendous sacrifice to themselves and their families. To ask these same men and women to sacrifice more is unconscionable.

Please add your voice by writing your Congress member and urge him or her to vocally oppose proposals to cut or eliminate benefits for service members, veterans and their families.

Here are some tips when writing your Congress member or the President:
One single topic per letter, don’t send a long letter with all the issues you want to cover. Send an individual letter for each topic.

State who you are and why you are writing. If you are not in support of the VFW position on an issue, DO NOT identify yourself as a member of the VFW Ladies Auxiliary. Include your name, address and email address especially if you want a reply.

Provide detail information on the issue you are addressing. Be factual not emotional. Tell how the issue affects you personally or how it may affect our military and their families.  Make sure you know the right number of the bill you are addressing.
