First, regarding taking credit for miles driven to do hospital work.    Any miles that you drive doing charitable work while representing the Ladies Auxiliary VFW should to be turned in and you should take a value of 14 cents per mile.  The new report form for completed projects has a space for you to list those miles.    If the hospital work you are doing, is volunteering at a VA Hospital, DO NOT COUNT THE TIME you are driving when you are signing in and out with Volunteer Services!  
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The second issue is regarding the materials I asked each auxiliary to bring to the October Council of Administration meeting in Jefferson City, specifically for the State-wide Ugly Quilt project.   That request still stands; however, if your auxiliary prefers your donation go to one or all of the VA Hospital, please label “VA Hospital, ___________ (the location you want the items to go to OR you can show “Any” and the donation will be divided between the VAVS representatives).    Please note, at our February C of A, I will be requesting sweat suits, socks, underwear, etc. for our hospitalized veterans at VA Hospitals and Veterans Homes.  This items to be requested will be based on what each VAVS representative asks for on her wish list due to me by October 1.    If anyone has questions on this, please call me.  Keep those hands busy doing hospital work for all our Missouri Veterans, whether they are homeless, hospitalized or confirmed to their home, rehab facility or senior living center.
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It’s time to start planning for your “Patients Day Out/In” program.  Are you going to be having special meals at your post during the fall months?  What a great time to invite the hospital/rehab facility or senior living center management team to bring any veterans or veterans’ family members as a guest. Perhaps your group could go and have a special event where they are??  Just go ASK the facility what they might suggest that you could do.  This is our other state-wide program we are hoping all auxiliaries will be able to participate in this year.
