Go on the website and print the brochures so they can be distributed to the schools in your area.  It's very important that the rules and all information get there as early as possible so they will have ample time to do their artwork.  On the website there are also some helpful hints concerning the artwork that each student entering should read.

If you have a son, daughter, or grandchild that is a senior in high school they need to apply for the Missouri Past National Presidents Scholarship.  $1800.00 or $1200.00 can be won and with the tuition that students now face this can be a great help.  I must receive applications no later than April 30, 2012.  Let me      

 know if you need an application and I will see that you get one.

Junior Girls have a wonderful program for this year and it is called JUMP (Junior Unit Merit Program).  This is a way that Junior Girls can earn badges and there are about 50 in the program.  While earning them they can learn so much about our country and the Veterans that fought for it.
